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Confirmation/Enquirers 
Class 
This class is open for anyone seeking to learn 
more about the Church, and for those seeking 
confirmation. Confirmation is the laying of 
hands by our Bishop and prayer for the Spirit 
of God to enter that person.

to join this branch of the Church if one was baptized elsewhere.
